Described in guidebooks as "plenty of gay-gay hippies" with large crowds on weekends and dancing.

Upstairs is lesbian on weekends according to Guild Guide 1970. Closed circa 1972-74, and Damron
Guide 1972 indicated bar was considering move to old “Fox Lounge” on Washington.
